Climate Resilience Fellow
Location: Nairobi, Kenya
Host organization: Aga Khan Foundation East Africa

The Fellow will lead in defining gender-responsive climate resilience priorities across AKF's
programs in East Africa, in collaboration with country management, technical and program teams,
and the Global Programme Team (GPT). They will conduct a mapping of existing and potential
partnerships and collaboration for climate resilience initiatives, including within AKDN agencies.
The role requires the Fellow to support with design sessions, writing of gender-responsive project
concept notes and proposals, coordinating and organizing results and learning sessions on
specified climate resilience programs.

(JHI) activities in Primary Medical Centers (PMCs) and selected districts. The Fellow will also actively
participate in the review of the Health Management Information Systems (HMIS) data and
registers, and support building systems for regular data analysis of HMIS feedback reports at PMC
and district level. The role requires the Fellow to support planning, organizing, and conducting
capacity-building of healthcare providers and assist in drafting clear, concise communication
documents (papers, reports, summaries, presentations, lessons learned, and success stories). In
addition to the above, the Fellow will select and focus on one of the JHI project sub-components
of his/her interest in coordination with the project manager.
